The Carlsbad Academy By The Sea  is located at      
2605 Carlsbad Boulevard, in Carlsbad, CA.  

Take Interstate 5 (coming north from San Diego, or south, 
from Los Angeles), to the Carlsbad Village Drive exit. Take 
Carlsbad Village Drive towards the Pacific Ocean (heading 
West). Continue through the downtown area. At Carlsbad 
Blvd. turn right (also known as Coast Highway). Continue 
on Carlsbad Blvd. through two stoplights. As you drive by 
the Academy (on your left), you will be approaching a small 
hill. The Scandia Motel will be on your right. Directly before 
the hill, turn left onto Mountain View Drive. Park in the 
Visitor's Parking Lot.  Street parking is also available on 
Carlsbad Blvd.
